Dear Friends,

First of all, we would like to apologize for the delay in publishing this edition of the
SOA newsletter. As you all know, the move to our new location in the city center has

demanded a great deal of time and effort from everyone.

We are proud to report that the relocation was completed in full by the end of September,
in time for the autumn semester to begin on schedule. The large, well-equipped building
we now occupy has enabled us to increase the number of our students and offer them
the most advanced facilities. Now that we are finally settled in, we can again devote
ourselves fully to our goal of taking art — and artists — out of the studio and into

public spaces.

The urban landscape surrounding our new home sparked the idea for the latest
addition to our existing courses: Sidewalk Chalk Drawing. We were fortunate enough
to engage the services of Jeffrey Cassidy, a master in the field, to teach a unique
course he designed especially for SOA. His fun yet rigorous program enables students
to acquire all the skills necessary to create large-scale images in vivid colors. Under
his expert guidance, 16 students are now learning the different techniques required
for drawing on rough concrete surfaces and are gaining practice in the use of a large
variety of chalks. The results of their efforts are striking. Many of the projects have

even been featured in local newspapers.

Much to our delight, several cities and organizations have expressed an interest in
inviting the students to produce sidewalk drawings at fairs, festivals and charity
events. Such enthusiasm amply compensates sidewalk chalk artists for the fact that
their creations are washed away by the rain. As Mr. Cassidy puts it, "It's true that these
drawings don't last. But what other art form brings you in such close contact with your

audience during the creative process itself?"
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Next semester, Mr. Cassidy is planning to expand the course and involve the students
in community projects with neighborhood children. Anyone interested in participating
in this exciting new venture is invited to contact him at cass@soa.edu.

undoubtedly bring credit to our school.
